It is the year 2020. The Albany Entertainment Centre, York Street, the Albany Town

Hall and the diverse activities generating from these hubs mark the centre of the City.

The centre is vibrant, extending through strong visual and activity links to the Albany

waterfront. The City hubs are gateways to regional cultural riches. This is no accident.

The centre of the City is home to a mix of commercial and community organisations

and activities. It is an integrated precinct with multiple users ranging from retail to

residential, from education to theatre, from offices to galleries and libraries. Market

activities are enhanced. The new Library and Art Gallery overlooks the Town Square,

a first-class green space in the centre of the City. An area preserved as a Noongar

place has become a site of national significance. Albany’s heritage trees, the oak tree

and Norfolk Island pines, are recognised and nurtured as living links between the past

and the future. A clean and green powered Central Area Transit bus system is in

operation, ensuring easy access to all points of the City centre for locals and visitors

alike.

Culture and the arts have gone hand-in-hand with job growth. Albany is a major arts

and culture centre, as reflected by the iconic Albany International Arts Festival.

Albany has won international awards for its community engagement strategies. Albany

has listened to and implemented ideas from all of the diverse sectors of its community

including Indigenous citizens, the elderly, new migrants and young people. Albany

quickly learnt that cars increase alienation and has become a walkable city. It is

recognised nationally and internationally as a friendly city.

Albany leads the world in clean and green technology and is almost fully self–sufficient

through leading research and development. The application of this technology and

knowledge has become a key local industry and driver of economic growth. The city

centre is a model for the use of clean and green technologies, with built and natural

assets protected and even enhanced through these technologies which include

biomass systems. Exports in clean and green technology are the new major industry

alongside other new industries such as inland fisheries and horticultural industries.

Albany is a world leader in wind farm technology and use. The bit of magic that was

different was this:

FORUM 5th November 2007

Most presentations were made using power point. However some presenters have
offered papers or notes from the day. These follow and are included as provided.

ELDER ‘BIG PICTURE’ PERSPECTIVE: Joan May Campbell November 3, 2007

I would like to stress the importance of VISION when it comes to planning for the
Arts. My long work experience has made me a practical person but I have learned
that without vision or some kind of fundamental philosophy we can get bogged down
in details and division. We badly need to develop the big picture and to encourage
and nurture diversity even though we are all one in essence and our culture
constitutes shared collective values that are vital to a healthy society. There are
always those among us who can clearly see what the community needs and go
about serving them in whatever way they can and it is very difficult to prove those
needs other than by action. Example is more persuasive than words. In any new
venture there needs to be room for trial and error and time and space for
experimentation, if that is at all possible. Too much thinking can inhibit action. It is
also very difficult to demonstrate to those outside the arts how important they are to
the economy. The statistics are all there and have been for a long time but they do
not in themselves convince those with other agendas.

My background is in the visual arts and I speak about culture from that point of view
so I cannot avoid showing some bias in that direction. In many ways my vision for
the development of the arts in Albany is already well in the pipeline.

THE NEED TO BUILD ON WHAT IS ALREADY IN PLACE:

There are a range of arts activities that have been going on in Albany for many
years, such as the Albany Summer School, the Vancouver Arts Centre, The Albany
Eisteddfod, The Town Hall Theatre, Port Theatre, Albany Light Opera and Spectrum
Theatre, Viewpoint, The Southern Edge Arts and TAFE. Music is represented by the
Albany Sinfonia, Brass Band, Albany Fine Music Group, The Albany Chamber
Orchestra, Just Fiddling and the Albany Eisteddfod. Wignalls Winery presents
regular concerts. The Sprung Festival brings top writers to cater to the many writers
who live here. UWA present public talks and lectures. There is the Amalgamated
Book Club, Creative Albany, The Albany Public Library, gorepani ARTS and the
many groups who use the Vancouver Arts Centre. There are people here today who
can provide information about many of these groups and their current programs.
Many were formed and run by volunteers and have over time proved their worth and
attracted funding and grants from Local Government, Healthway and Lottery West.
The energy of all these groups contributes to residents and visitors having the
opportunity to be inspired, engaged, entertained and be creative themselves.

VANCOUVER ARTS CENTRE

I speak firstly of the Vancouver Arts Centre having been with it from its creation and
most of the time since. The past of the Vancouver Arts Centre was solidly based on
the strong foundation of the crafts in Albany and this base has sustained it right into
the present with stable groups of people who have fully participated in the necessary
fundraising to ensure its survival in times when that was anything but certain.
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In the process the Albany Arts Council preserved a first-class Colonial Architectural
gem for posterity. The history of this movement has not yet been written. What
archives I have been able to salvage are in twenty-two boxes in the city’s historical
unit. Its original aims were to create a centre where all the many art and crafts
groups could come together under one roof for mutual support and understanding.
Groups formed, dissolved, re-created over the period of a twenty-one year lease;
achievements were just as varied, but in the main substantial. However, the task of
maintaining a large heritage building was unrelenting and by the end of the term of
the lease, the Albany Arts Council movement was spent. Now that Heritage funding
and City administration has ensured the survival of the VAC it is experiencing a
rebirth, a revamp and facing a whole new future built on what has gone before but
widening its scope to include artists in residence, both national and international.
There are now four artists in residence all offering workshops and/or talks to the
general community, with a busy exhibition schedule well beyond ’07.

ALBANY SUMMER SCHOOL

The Albany Summer School came into being with the Albany Arts Council and was
an enjoyable and harmonious, and often intense, ten days every January at the
Albany Senior High School. It has been enormously influential in the arts in all that
time. In the visual arts alone a long stream of top artists came and shared their
enthusiasm and knowledge with us. Next January will see the 48th School held, as it
has been for some years now, at the North Albany Senior High School, offering a two
week program of about 50 courses centred around Fine Arts and Crafts but covering
also music, drama, dance, writing, cooking, gardens, the local environment, personal
development, hobbies and additional courses for children and younger people.

ALBANY EISTEDDFOD

The Albany Eisteddfod was run before the Adult Education movement in the 1960’s
and re-formed in 1980 – and has run ever since every May in the Town Hall for the
past 28 years from Tuesday to Friday, three sessions a day. It has always had
overwhelming community support and has never had any difficulty in finding the
ninety helpers it has needed to run the whole program. Choirs perform in the Holy
Family Church and the Pipe Organ Section on the Friday in the Wesley Uniting
Church. Its influence on music and musicians over that period would be incalculable.

TAFE

Before the TAFE College was built there was a small annexe for art and craft
attached to the Albany Senior High School Manual Arts Department. The College
now runs four separate art departments including design and indigenous art, and
through the Tertiary Regional Centre for Education, second and third year of the
Visual Arts Degree with Curtin University.

VIEWPOINT Inc.

Viewpoint came into being in 1988 when the Great Southern Development Authority
called for research into the employment and income ability of craft people in the
Great Southern. Its inaugural exhibition was held in the Vancouver Arts Centre in
November of that year, attracting 86 artists, exhibiting 149 pieces from throughout
the region. It continues to stage an exhibition every year. At one time there were
five outlets for work but now gorepani ART is the only gallery left. In order to keep
progressing they have added the phrase “Promoting Creative Form and Design in
the Great Southern Region of WA” to their promotional material, to enable craft to be
extended from function to a truly expressive art form.
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ALBANY CLASSICAL MUSIC

Albany has a vibrant and growing strings program with over 350 students learning
violin, viola and cello, enrolled with the WA Eduction Department’s School of
Instrumental Music, private teaching studios and Suzuki Strings School. The majority
of them play in junior and senior school youth orchestras, and adults play in the
amateur Albany Sinfonia. There are student string quartets and the Albany Chamber
Orchestra comprising 10 teachers and 10 advanced students led by the Albany
String Quartet. The Albany Chamber Orchestra was formed in 2001 to provide the
opportunity for professional and advanced musicians to play the repertoire to an
advanced standard. The Albany Fine Music Society, now in its 15 th year promotes
classical music to a small but dedicated audience staging 4 concerts a year. Just
Fiddling was founded to entice violin students to practice during the holidays, and
this has spawned several other groups some of whom have gone on to work
professionally in Perth.

NEW PROGRAMS OF PRIME IMPORTANCE

Art and cultural activities operate at various levels within the community. Many new
possibilities are now within our grasp with the growth over the past few years of a
range of special interest groups.

PIAF

Next February will bring us the Sixth Great Southern component of the Perth Inter-
national Arts Festival – the only regional location to have a regular pipeline into this
prestigious event. Its program will be launched here on November 28. The Fine
Music Society and the MIX group participate in this annual event. The next four
years will bring a new component called Playmakers for one weekend with the
central theme of instrument making and playing; an interactive, informal program
bringing in instrument makers from everywhere to share their knowledge with local
makers and to discuss and teach. PIAF’s usual program of open rehearsals and
workshops with Chamber Music and top international artists to develop relationships
and access for musicians is complemented by the Film Festival with ten films next
year. Playmakers has grown out of a workshop of Harboursound and is pitched to
the Festival as an anchor event and is now internationalised and has the artists and
the budget to grow in the community. It is a program designed for form and function
to meet. Art is the prism through which community development can happen. The
recent Memorandum of Understanding with the GSDC ($25,000 pa for four years) is
concrete evidence of how this can happen.

MIX Inc.

The MIX group formed to foster contemporary art and is made up of members who
have developed careers as artists. They are developing Albany as a centre for the
visual arts and have united with the PIAF programs in Albany and have held a range
of professional workshops and exhibitions with local artists and artists from
elsewhere.
They provided an arts component to the Country Arts Pulse Conference just held in
Denmark, and have succeeded in gaining funding from the Australian Government’s
Regional Arts Fund program for their next collaborative project with PIAF entitled
‘Sonic Seeding’ which is a residency by artist Tom Hall who will work with the MIX
artists to link sound with the visual arts.
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NEW ARTS Inc.

New Arts came into being to create a contemporary art prize and have enlarged that
idea to found a mini-festival with their successful project Paperartzi bringing a well-
known Japanese artist to Albany for exhibition and workshops. A website is being
set up to continue this program and its follow-up, Paperartzi – From the Wood, is
being organised for 2009, along similar lines but hopefully expanding in community
events and scope.

Gorepani ARTS

There is a need for more recognition of the commercial infrastructure for the arts in
Albany. Only those people who own their own building can survive in the present
market. The professional nature of artists and outlets in the field is greatly under-
estimated. While the arts rely on government subsidy for development there is an
unbalance in the costs of business people trying to provide this service to artists and
craftspeople and the community in general. This does require serious consideration.

ART PRIZES

The annual art prize is now the Weekender Centennial Art Prize with greater funding
and a revised program (entries close on February 22, 2008), and a new prestigious
painting award of $25,000 per year for the next six years is now the new City of
Albany ART Prize, for which entries close on December 14.

Other developments have widened the scope of art to all ages with ArtSouth’s ART
TRAIL and the OPEN ACCESS movement. The Art Trail is getting bigger and better
and is a valuable non-mainstream art movement, as is Open Access bringing
freshness to the range of arts for young people with a work studio.

The City ART COLLECTION is now well-housed and well-organised and further
restoration is in hand.

PARTNERSHIPS between groups and the value of the THINK TANK process are
proving very valuable in this development but there is scope for wider growth in this
area.

INFRASTRUCTURE FOR GROWTH IN THE ARTS

The demand for exhibition and display space is continuing to grow, and with Easter
shaping up to be a festival time with Paperartzi and the art prizes, innovative ways
will need to be sought until such times as the Town Hall and Regional Art Gallery
spaces are available. The Entertainment Centre will take the pressure off the Town
Hall and add scope to the performing arts.

THE FUTURE

It is hoped that by 2020 the former will be functioning with the Precinct Boardwalk on
the foreshore, adding opportunities for art display. This will be complemented by the
development of the City Centre public square, a larger Library, a Regional Art
Gallery, and an adult Cinema in the Town Hall. The importance of such development
for Albany cannot be exaggerated, in providing public art for public art projects,
meeting places, and public performance spaces for community interaction on many
levels.
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The Cultural Planning Program embraces the arts which are really at its core in many
ways. It points up the vital importance of communication and interaction with the
larger community. Ways need to be sought to liaise with other large events outside
the art sector to provide art components. An example comes to mind of a huge eco-
tourist conference which has just been held mentioning Culture but not in an art
sense. There is obviously a great need for the work of this cultural planning
movement to reach out to such groups for mutual development. There is also a great
need in the community for artists and their expertise to be recognized and for them to
be invited to contribute to the development of the community; for more think tanks
involving creative people and business so as to create avenues for artists to work in
cooperative ways rather the narrow competition that prevails; to provide quality items
for the tourist market; artwork for public areas and other outlets. Some kind of quality
control could be set up – like the Wool Mark (there is an excellent example of the
cooperative in Williams). A non-competitive environment can be more helpful and
safer for the craftsperson and artist where they are not so restricted by a pre-existing
demand and fashion and they can be more innovative and creative.

HEALTH PRESENTATION – by Jill Thomas (November 2007)

I agree that a most important aspect of health is the culture of caring for people and
understanding the importance of the environment in health and wellbeing. It is
imperative to link cultural awareness of a local community to a broader aspect of
health and learn from National and International values.

The World Health Organisation promotes a concept called Health promoting
hospitals.
Albany Hospital is the only hospital in WA that is a member of the International
Network of Health Promoting Hospitals.

Health promotion is considered a core quality dimension of hospital services as well
as patient safety and clinical effectiveness. A HPH creates a balance between
curative services and HP.

Against the rising incidence of chronic diseases, the provision of health promotion
services is an important factor for sustained health, quality of life and efficiency.

HPH also address the health of staff, the environment, waste management and the
link of the hospital to its community. It includes the following objective:

To change the culture of hospital care towards interdisciplinary working, transparent
decision-making and with active involvement of patients and partners.

Some examples in Albany Hospital are the renovation of the staff room (Valuing the
staff and their need for a pleasant environment to relax and take breaks) and the
therapeutic garden that provides a safe environment that is peaceful and beautiful for
all to use. The garden is a result of a partnership with TAFE and the Hospital and
many members of the community who donated and volunteer for the garden. Art has
also been used very effectively to enhance the environment, build social connections
and promote skills of patient groups. This is a cultural move to a health promoting
organization.

This concept can be built on in the community and the concept of a health promoting
organization can be incorporated into any seting.
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Health includes the goal of engaging consumers as partners at all levels of health.
Increasing consumer participation in health service planning, delivery and evaluation,
enhancing patient and consumer knowledge through education and communication,
promoting consumers as partners in health care and ensuring consumer
expectations and experiences are valued.

Patient First is an unique patient centred program that aims to improve health care
by enabling consumers to be actively involved and informed participants in health
care management.

Cultural awareness provides an occasion for health services and the community to
form partnerships to further enhance health and wellbeing and the opportunity to
support a visionary approach to health care services with a consumer focus in
Albany.

Community Planning Forum November 5, 2007 Arts session - Annette Davis

There are many other people in Albany, who like me, work in a free-lance capacity in
the arts. Though I happen to be the person talking here at the moment, I hope that
others, who are here today, have the opportunity to express their vision for the arts in
Albany.

I believe that a very important way forward for the arts is for it to expand beyond the
walls of galleries or theatres and to link with non-arts areas. I think within this, it is
essential that artists continue to explore ideas and challenge the public, and that they
pursue excellence in their art.

Personally I get excited about events which link the arts to non-arts areas and I think
that there are some strong foundations for this already and that the future will present
many more opportunities.

An exhibition which did this was Hotspot, presented by MIX Artists in 2006. The
focus in Hotspot was the environment of the Great Southern. Many people from
environmental organisations and depts contributed to laying the groundwork of
information, which artists responded to in their artworks. A major woodchip
company, ITC, sponsored the exhibition, which allowed the publication of an
impressive book to go with the exhibition. Hotspot toured to 8 venues in WA,
extending the audience for Great Southern artists.

I think it will be exciting to see events which allow for incidental or casual
engagement with the arts.

The Classic Car Race does this with the artworks created for shop windows for this
event.

Many people still remember the Sculpture by the Sea event, which showed
sculptures along the Middleton Beach boardwalk. The memory of this very
successful event lives on. Paperartzi, which was presented earlier this year, picked
up on the aspect of showing art in different locations – beyond the gallery walls.
Artworks were shown in shop fronts, on external walls, in the library, and on the
library lawn, as well as in the VAC gallery. It was wonderful to see people of all ages
looking and touching the sculptures. Performance art in the street, and other
performances brought variety and the unexpected to Albany streets.
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Paperartzi linked into the bluegum plantation and woodchip industry in our region.
APEC/APFL and the Albany Port Authority sponsored the event by supporting the
costs associated with the participation of Kyoko Ibe from Japan. I loved this
connection between an art event and this industry and I think this kind of relationship
can be developed in many different ways.

This kind of event makes art part of our daily experience, as public art does.

Joan mentioned the art prizes. As many people here will know, there has been an
annual art prize in Albany for decades – since 1963, and this has provided local
artists with opportunities to exhibit and possibly win a prize, and has provided the
community with a chance to view and appreciate a wide range of art. The
community base of this exhibition has in some ways been its strength. This annual
exhibition will continue in Centennial Hall over the Easter period, and has a new
name, the Weekender Centennial Art Prize.

A new development is the creation of a new art prize which has the established
name. The City of Albany art prize offers a $25 000 single major prize for the best
painting. This prize money has been put up by the Jack Family Charitable Trust,
which manages funds from a bequest. The City of Albany is supporting this prize by
meeting all other costs. With a $25 000 prize, this prize has the largest single prize
of all art prizes in WA and is very respectable in the national scene as well. The aim
of the prize is to invigorate the arts by attracting art of excellence to Albany. Three
judges will select the works, and about 30 paintings will be shown at the VAC gallery.
Bringing this to Albany will give artists and viewers the chance to see high quality art,
what artists from all around Australia are doing, selected by 3 expert judges. The
winning artist will also be brought to Albany to present a talk about their art practice
and the winning painting. And the winning work will be acquired by the City of
Albany.

The exhibition will coincide with the Centennial Art Prize.

The Jack Family Charitable Trust have made a commitment to this annual prize for 6
years. So in 2014, which is half way towards the 2020 point which we are
visualising, the City of Albany will have added six paintings of note and considerable
value to its art collection. I see the new art prize as being very strategic in
highlighting the need to have a regional art gallery that will be able to show these
paintings, and other parts of the collection to the public in proper gallery settings. A
regional art gallery would also overcome the limitations of the VAC gallery, which
though a lovely space, has limitations in size and flexibility.

The priority of all regional art galleries has to be to link with the community. The
inclusion of a regional art gallery in the city precinct, alongside the Town Hall and
library, offers the best opportunity for the art gallery to be not only relevant but
essential in the cultural mix and profile of Albany in 2020.

Albany is very fortunate, I think, to have a regional UWA centre here, to stimulate
ideas and provide a forum, through the Skywest lecture series, for the discussions of
ideas and ongoing education. We are also lucky to have a regional site of the WA
Museum, which will be undergoing a master planning process over the next couple of
years, which will lead to a re-vitalised museum and improved Amity Precinct. The
City of Albany is already making progress on this. With good planning and the
willingness of different parties to link in with each other, the area from the Amity
Precinct, through Anzac Park, to the waterfront, Entertainment Centre, Maritime Boat
Foundation and on to the trail which will link to the Boardwalk, will be an experience
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which reflects our sense of place. Art and design is going to be central to achieving
this.

My vision for the arts in Albany in 2020 is for it to be a place where artists are
recognised for their creativity, commitment and professionalism, and are
renumerated accordingly; and where buying art is an acceptable and widely spread
practice, so that this town can support galleries which exhibit and promote artists
who live in and contribute to our community.

Notes for Planning Forum 5th November 2007 –David Heaver

My personal vision for Albany – in the medium term – from a planning perspective.

I think it’s acknowledged that Albany – for a range of reasons – is experiencing a
period of growth.

I believe that we were fortunate not to have experienced the growth that Perth
experienced in the 60’s and 70’s. Our town managed to retain its scale and character
that could easily have been lost. We have also had the opportunity to learn from
others mistakes.

So in this growth period that we are experiencing I would like to see the following
evolve.

1. A vibrant and active CBD
– I would like this to involve inner city housing – with slightly higher buildings

than exist at the moment – maybe up to three stories.
– The evolution – from my perspective – must involve all the elements that

make up the CBD – the supermarket area, the main street and the foreshore.
They all need to grow together. I think some previous planning decisions
have been to the detriment of the main street. Facilities and activities moving
out of the centre.

– Part of my vision for a vibrant CBD is to have a Cultural Precinct at its heart.
The Town Hall, Library, Art Galley, Town Square and other community
facilities. From my perspective the Cultural precinct should largely be
bounded by Serpentine Rd, Grey St West, York Street and Collie St. I should
point out that I am not averse to some medium density housing within the
precinct.

2. Effectively managed parking and a free bus service.
– Many Albany people seem to think we have a parking problem. I actually

think we simply have poorly managed parking. We need to look at where we
can accommodate workers parking on the periphery of the CBD and work
towards a free inner city bus service that would serve not only Albany people
but tourists. If this means paying for parking – then so be it.

3. Heritage Buildings
- I would like to see our heritage precincts and significant heritage buildings
respected and protected.

- We must ensure that these buildings – which are markers of where we have
come from – are used effectively and not mothballed. This will I believe need
to encompass some creative measures.
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4. Iconic Areas
- I would like to see some of the key iconic nodes that exist outside of

the CBD developed in a way that creates more active places for locals
and tourists.

- For me the key nodes would be
Middleton Beach (Ellen Cove)

- Emu Point
- Frenchman’s Bay

My 5th and Key element is about the need for considered decision making.

Albany has evolved over the past 170 years and in that time there have been
decisions made that have had there good and bad aspects.

You could argue that the railway line into Albany was good at the time – but looking
at it today you could argue that it’s an impediment to integrating the town centre with
the waterfront.

Some would argue that the relocation of the council chambers to North Road
reduced the vibrancy and effectiveness of the main street.

The State government has funded various facilities outside of the CBD when they
could easily have spent the money in the CBD and provided a catalyst for the
development of the main street or the foreshore.

I suppose my point is that whatever planning our generation undertakes it needs to
be mindful of its part in the evolution of our city. We need to make decisions that will
enhance our city not preclude future generations from taking part in its evolution.

A particular current relevant point, from my perspective, is that – to a large extent –
whatever land or buildings are in public ownership within the CBD – needs to remain
in public ownership. These will to a large extent be the bits that the community can
most readily influence.
