Nterpretation policies in response to the statemert of
significance and the conservation plan

policies in responss 1 the statament of significarce

The following policies directly respond 1o the statemeant of significance that was ncluded
in the Heritage Councl of Westsrn Australia's asssssment documentation for Vanocowver
Arts Canire.

Statement

The original Bmestong cottage hospital building iz one of the oldsst
hospital buildings in Western Australa, and the oldest surviving hospital
in Allbary, operating from the pericd 1887-1862;

Statement
The place is a significant assthetic landmark, &5 a precinot of historio
buildings with sosnio vistas overooking Princess Boyal Harbour

Policies

The primary focus of interpratation of the placs will be on ite design, function and
use as the Albany Cottags (and later Destrict) Hosptal from 1887 1o 1862,

An explanation of the fabrio, design, construction and conservation of the place
will be one focus of interpretation.

Irterpratation will incorporate the broader contestual information on the pariod in
which it was conoeived and built both in relation specifically 1o the dewelopmeant of
Albany and more generally Westerm Australia.

The story of the hospitals closure and abandonment, the comMmunity’s aotions
to prevaent its demolition, and its transformation into the Vancouwer Arts Cantra
should be included ae a significant part of the interpretation of the place.

A secondary purpose of interpretation will be to comvey the story assooiated with
the building's uss as the Vancouver Arts Cantre, boys boanding hostel and budgst
holiday accommodation.



Statement

The original limestone cottage hospital building is an assthetically
exceptional example of the work of the architect Georgs Temple Poole,
Chief Architect for the Public Works Department from 1887-1807;

Policies

Irterpratation will provide some general historical information on George
Temple-Pooks and a brief overview of hes work during the pencd 1887-
1887,

Irterpratation will foocus on the other places and locakss that have an
association with the Albany Cottage Hoepital, including other buldings
in Albany and other hoepitals in Westem Australia that ware designed
Temple-Pools.

Books and other printed material on George Temple-Poole should be
included in the refersnos library 1o be sstablizhed at the placs

Statement

The complex is & rare sxample of a relatively mtact hospital comiplex
representing the tvpe of medical faciltiss availabls from the late 18th to
the sary/med 20th century.

Policies

An ocpporunity ansss 1o uss the interpratation of the placs as & mechanism 1o
explore the context of the dowelopment and approach to heatth services and
practics in Westam Australia from the pericd 1887-1882.

Irterpratation should &t every opportunity reveal the original layout, design intent,
rermaining elements and cluse to its use and function as a hospital, ncluding the
hospital grounds.

Changss to the use of the different spaces of the main hoespital building and of the
assotiated builldings, and the ssquence of development and sxpansion should be
included in the inarpretive infomaton.

Al buidings and slements including landscaping that maks up the former Albany
Cottage Hospital should bs taken into account and covered by some level of
interpretation, including those buildings and elsments that ars no longer extant.

Imterpratation should include information and analysis on thoss aspsots of the
hospital design and function that wers both sucosessful and not sucosssiul.



Statement

The weawer's room (former children's ward), the main carpark and the
parage adjacent to the Nurses” Cuarnsrs ars consicensd to be of Ftle
significance.

Policies

The weavers room (formar children's ward) although assssssd a5 having litle
significance. Little significancs doss not mean no significancs, but rathar the place
doss make a emall contribution to ssgnificance. The weaaver's room should still be
included in the interpretation of the place as acknowledgment of the sequentisl
devslopment, sxpansion and changing nesds of the hospital and approachses
to heath treatment. Thiz doss not precluds its continued uss as the weawver's
FOOIM.

The main canpark and the garegs do not need to be included in intsrpratation,
although nors of the interpretation polcies requines these elemeants to be altersd
or removed.

Statement
The carpark to the front pavemeant and the drivewsy betwesan ths main
building and the poliers bulding are considerad o bs intrusive.

Policies

Streot parking directly in front of the main entry of the bulding should be
discouragsd. Short-term parking for the purposss of pick-up and drop-off, or for
peocple with disabilties can be provided sither side of an appropriate main eniry
buffer area.

Coach parking should be provided for in the main carpark;, if possible.

The koading bay at the front entry onVanoowver Strest should be removed and the
former ambulance aoccess 1o the aast wing should be minstated 1o anable acoses
for commeroial or ssnvice vehickes and a loading bay provided near the eastern

entry door,

The conire drivewsay which comes off Vancouver Streat and accessas the main
campark should be disbanded when the opporunity arses and an aliernative
driveway entry should bs nvestigated. This will allow for better movement through
the site and interpretation of missing slementz including the coversd walowsy,
orderlies’ room and dispansany.



Irterpratation poicies arsing from the consansation plan

The following policies dirsctly respond to the interpretation policies that wers included
in the Conservation Plan (refer 1o section 7.2.8, pp. 1168-117). However, it should be
noted that the Imaerpretation Policies in this report respond to and taks nto acoount the
consenvation principles and pobcies that have been developed for the Vancowwsr Aris
Centre even if not specifically referanced. It should also bo smphasised that these policies
oo not replace or superseds thoss policies contained in the Conssrvation Plan.

Theussofsignags ininterpretation should be approached as only one mechanism or
tool available to comvey information and stofies and should be usad judiciously.

Irterprative and dirsctional signage, should not obsouns or overwhaslm the site as &
whiols 1o producs visual clutter, nor be designed and constructad insuch as way
that they become arefacts in themeslves.

Irterprative signags should neither compromisse nor detract from those individual
and significant elements, structurss or fabnc which is being interprated.

Al buddings and slemesnts that make up the former Albamy Cottage Hospital shoulkd
be taken into acocount and coverad by some level of interpratation, including thosea
buildings and slemsaniz (including landscaping) that are mo konger extant.

Reconstruction or renstatemeant of missing structures or elemeants should not be
undsrtaksn for ite own saks but only if it s identifisd a5 critical to the oversll
interpretation of the place or the only method of interpretation of that structurs or
element.

Reconstruction and reinstatement of messing structurs and elsments nesds 1o
based on sound and relisble nformation in ordar for it to be authentio. f this cannot
ba achisved than evocative and emblemato econstruction or reinstatsmeant o aid
in interpretation should be adopted.

Missing buildings and other slaments should only be reconstructed or reinstated
if there iz a need for additional reomafaciliies, and whan the kocation, szs and
design the histoncal slament suits the desired need.

Unless authentio reconstruction of a building is undartaken, historic/archasclogical
footprints should not be disturbed or built upon with an unrelatsd structure.

Poloy Statement

Polcy 31 Furniturs
Ary furnishings should have relovanos to the place.
Ay furmishing shoulkd be relevant 1o the placs and itz relovance
should be clearly interpreted. A the pressnt time a furniturs policy



iz not appropriate becauss of the presont and intended use of the
placs. However, should the opportunity arss o uss furnitures 1o
inerprst the hospital, this polioy would be relevant.

Policies

Imterpratation should not mroduce any slements, objects or stonylines that have
no relevance or provenanocs 1o the place.

Furniture, objects and other mowveabls hetage that has provenancoe to the Albany
Cottage Hospital should be sourced, acquired, catalogued by the City of Albany
and kxcated at the place for either storage or temporany/permanent display. Fragile
or rare matarial should be conserved and managed according to standards sat by
archival and musaclogical organisations and institutions.

A Collection Managsment Polioy for Moveable Heritags specifically for the
Wanocouwver Arts Cantre iz recommended 1o be developed by the Gty of Albary.
Thiz could be an existing colisations policy that is used by the City (.. for Tha
Forte) or the Albany Historical Sociaty and that the Art Cantre could link into and/

or adapt.
Policy Statement

Policy 32 Ancoss

Ideally, acosss should be avallabls 1o all significant rooms.

The cantre s & tourist attraction and visitors arg interested in how
the hospital worked. Policies of acosss to the rooms, especially
the bathrooms if they are reinstated would need to be worked
out by the management. It would bs desirabls to reinstate the
bathrooms and allow acosss to them. Thes polioy may conflct with
UEST requirsments.

Policies

The primary foous of interpratation of the placs will be on ite dasign, function and
use as the Albany Cottags (and later District) Hospital from 1887 1o 1862,

Interpretation should at every opportunity reveal the original layout, design intant,
remaining slements and cluss 1o its use and function as a hospital.

Changse to the use of the differant spaces of the main hospital building and of the
associated buldings, and the sequaence of development and expansion should be
included in the imarpretive infomation.

Interpretation of the place should not compromess all or amy part of the place that
hae boen identified as having any level of significance



Interpretation should embrace and refisct the site as a holistic elsmant, as wall as
highligitt significant elements and indnsdual stonss.

Miremal changes, alterations and removal of detaling shouwld ococur to the rooms
currently with no public accese and/or used for storage.  Thes will allow for future
interprative cpporunities should thess rooms become avalable for public acosss
or uss. Temporany solutions should be nstalled to accommodate any curmsnt use
requirements of thess rooms (puch as bloocking windows or firsplacss).

Amival to, prezantation of and movement through the site &l contribute 1o the
interpratation of the place and arg oritical 10 the sucoess, values and aoosssibility of
the interpretation information, tocks and devices.

Imterpratation should offer ez sute of choices to the visitors on the level of
engagement and should be considerate of and accessible o a broad range of
abifities and interssts.

Interpretation strategese will allow for the comtinued opsration of the placs as an
arts cermire and not impose unreasonable constraints or changes on its cument
opsrations, although those operations may bs modifisd where it is sssn as
imperative 1o sucosesful interpretation and consarvation.

Reconstruction or reinstatemsant of miseing slements should not be undertaken
fior its own sake but only i it is hentified as critical to the overall interpratation of
the placs or the only method of mterpretation of that slement.

Reconstruction and reinstatamant of missing slements nesds to based on sound
and relisble information in order for it 1o be authentic. If this cannct be achieved than
gvooative and emblematic reconstruction or reinstatement to aid in intsrpretation
should be adoptad.

The town people forwerded & petition for 2 new hospital o Govemor Broome n 18588,
The request came to fuion and the Colbonial Architect, Gecme Temple Focle, was instucied
{0 desgn en appropiate hospial comple. Akhough Poole’s onginal design inclided two lage
wards {male and emale) slong with the vanous other requirements for operating a hospial,
nevw hospital was functioning by August 18588, but was soon perceied 1o be too smal for the
owm's nNeeds and the women's ward was fingly bult in 1856.

The day-to-day urning of the hospital was the responsbilty of the govermment, but
local residents did a kot of fund raising for eguipment and sendces. Concens and other bensfits
were regulany heidd on behalf of the hospial. Staff at the hospita had to dedl with a2 wide vaniety
of casss, noluding retumed sodiers from the Boer War and subseguent wars, shipping and
minng aocidents, and infectious dissases and 5o on.

£n infectious dissasss wand was fnaly constructed in 1918, N the Tlowing years.,
amorgue, orderies' mom, Bundry, opeating theatre, night Nursss" gquaners and carpenter's
shed were also buit. In 1555, the infectious disssses ward was convened to nuses' qQuanters
through addiiors and renovations. Substara works, induding the daptation and exension
of the night nurses’ quarners as the Eastem Yving and construction of 8 women' surgicd ward,
werE completed the folliowing vear. In 1952, two new four-bed wards were buit [now weawers'
room). Later that decade, a dining room was buit 1o the south.



Concems regarding the adequacy of Abany Distict Hospitd had been aired snce the
12408, but it 'was not unbl 1952 that a new regiond hospital was builk in the suburt of Epencer
Fark. At this fime, the oid Cistrict Hospial was vacsted and the State Govermment announced
that the bulding woulkd be converted for use as a boarding house for boys attending Abany
Cistrict High Schodl. After & new hostel wes buik on the school site, the hospital buildings
becsme vacant and derdict, and subect to vandaksm. N 18TE, | was proposed that the
buldings be used 5= an ants centre and the Aloany Ans Councd subssguently massd thousands
of dollers and donated hundreds of hours' work o bring the buidings up 1o an acceptable
stendard. The vWancoueer Arts Centre opened in 1887

Etate funding and prectical assstance from Public Works Depertment led to a maior
consenation program in the lie 1880s. Exdemal works included the provision of a divenay
and rear car park, requining the demoltion of a covered link fom the westemn side of the
building, the crderies’ room, dining room and toilet block. The native ward' 21 down sfier it
was stipped of its dedding. ntemaly, the west ward windows were bricked to create a gallery
space, anew jarah slarcase was insteled inthe sane place and with the same detaling 2=
the onginal (but with a diferent configuration), vanous addiions to the verandahs weae emosed
ad the verandsh ralings replaced.
