THAT the APPLICATION for extended trading hours on 4 and 5 March 2012 be APPROVED. 

 
 

BACKGROUND 
 
1. In order to promote trade and to display Albany as a vibrant tourist destination, the Albany 

Chamber of Commerce and Industry Inc requests extended trading hours for general retail 
shops on the following days: 

 
Date Public Holiday Time 

Sunday 4 March Long Weekend 8am to 6pm 

Monday 5 March                       Labour Day 8am to 6pm 

 
DISCUSSION 
 
2. The application is for extended trading hours for Labour Day long weekend from 8am to 6pm. 

 
3. This proposal would affect all retailers covered under the Retail Trading Hours Act 1987 within 

the municipality of Albany. 
 

4.  It will not be compulsory for retailers to trade on this day.

5. The Albany Chamber of Commerce and Industry Inc is a representative of the affected 
segment of the population and is the proponent of this initiative. 

 
GOVERNMENT CONSULTATION 
 
6. If the motion is approved by a clear majority of Council, The City of Albany will then apply to 

the Department of Commerce (Consumer Protection) for a temporary/short term adjustment to 
local trading hours for the dates specified. 

 
STATUTORY IMPLICATIONS 
 
7. Non-metropolitan Local Government may apply to the Department of Commerce (Consumer 

Protection) to extend the trading hours for local general retail shops beyond those stipulated in 
the Retail Trading Hours Act 1987.
