The 

barriers should be signposted with the message ‘No vehicles please- 

Dieback risk area’.

Weeds & Weed Management Monitor the spread of weeds and organise for eradication as resources 

allow. Encourage community participation through Friends of Cosy 

Corner and Torbay Hill Residents and Ratepayers Association.

Boat Launching The City of Albany will not endorse the use of Hartman Beach as a 

gazetted boat-launching site due to its inherent poor access, inadequate 

parking, safety risk and potential to cause environmental damage. 

Council No action required. 

 The City of Albany will erect a sign to inform people of the difficulties 

of boat launching at Hartman Beach. 

Rangers “Coast Risk Area” sign and “4WD Only” sign 

erected. 
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APPENDIX 2 
THE “BRADLEY” PRINCIPLES 
 
Many individuals involved in weed control apply the Bradley Principle in their work.  
Using Integrated Weed Management, the City of Albany aims to adopt the principles 
below whilst carrying out weed control work (City of Albany Environmental Weed 
Strategy, 2001). 
 
� Work from good areas towards bad. 
� Make minimum disturbance where possible. 
� Allow regeneration of native plants to dictate rate of weed removal. 
� Don’t start on large weed infestation unless you are sure you will get back to 

do the follow-up work (removing parent plants may create light space for 
hundreds of new weeds). 

� Many plants require 3 years or more of control. 
� Plan to precent the least weed-infestation bush from becoming degraded. 
� Aim for control, not eradication, and tipping the balance in favour of the local 

native plants. 
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APPENDIX 3 
SUMMARY OF SUBMISSIONS RECIEVED 
 
The public comment period for the draft Cosy Corner Management Plan lasted for 
eight weeks from Thursday 11 October 2007 to Thursday 6 December 2007.  Thirty 
five copies of the Draft Cosy Corner Management Plan were sent out to the various 
stakeholders.

I feel that too often a vocal minority who seem selfish in wanting to keep their ‘backyard’ 
to themselves are taken for being the only locals.  Locals are not a fare representation of 
the 30,000 people in Albany.

Good management and planning are needed to ensure the long term health of the Cosy 
Corner Environment. 

1  

Have never noticed anyone abusing the area and had no problems with unruly 
behaviour from other campers. 

1  

Lots of tasks fall back onto rangers.  This seems unrealistic, extra staff is required. 1  
The City of Albany should charge fees, similar to National Park fees cashing in on self 
catering tourist and use the money to maintain a bush camp for these visitors to enjoy. 

1  

Specific Comments: 
1.2 Location and Tenure 

  

Suggests amalgamation of all three reserves into one if to be vested in the City of 
Albany 

1  

2.1 Tenure and Purpose of Reserves   
Purpose “Recreation and Bushland Management” – should be “Recreation, bushland 
Management & Professional Fishing campsite”.  This should be adopted otherwise the 
use of any part of the reserve for a Professional Fishing Campsite would be invalid and 
not support that use.

2.2 Recreation   
Cosy Corner East is out of control – impossible to find a place to park in summer to take 
our dog for a walk/run 

1  

During camping season, recreation is made more difficult due to the inordinate amount 
of camper’s present. 

1  
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2.3 Camping Activities   
Strongly opposes the leasing of Cosy Corner East, further development should not take 
place so close to the beach.  The proposal already includes expansion for economic 
viability.  Such lease holdings in environmentally sensitive areas often have unwelcome 
outcomes in spite of regulations 

13  

Supports phasing out of camping at Cosy Corner East over Three (3) years. 9  

Cosy Corner East should be expanded and upgraded towards Perkins Beach, with 
beach access upgraded. 

6  

Cosy Corner should still be designated for camping but not sprawl beyond the current 
site.  With locals still able to access beach. 

1  

Believes the City of Albany has an obligation to provide areas for campers at low or no 
cost.  Campers also protect areas from local vandals, and deter the majority of hoons 
who otherwise would have access to this area. Cosy Corner is the only low cost 
camping between Albany and Denmark, and is advertised in camping guides. 

6  

The blanket ban on camping at Cosy Corner West in general is adhered to, considering 
the small sign.  Keep west area camping restrictions as they area, just increase the 
signage.

Supports the removal of camping from Cosy Corner West, commercial caravan parks 
are accessible in Albany within half an hour’s drive.

Supports a blanket ban on camping for the whole reserve 1  

2.4 Facilities   

Agree toilet at Cosy Corner West should be a priority for upgrading because, it’s 
disgusting.  It will also reduce the water use and effluent leaching minimising the impact 
on the local environment.  Disabled access would be appropriate. 

5  

No provisions are made for people to get changed, this is important because of 
swimming lessons.  It is not acceptable for children to get changed in the reserve or 
toilets.  The new toilet block should accommodate change rooms. 

3  

The toilet facilities are currently working fine and a lot of campers have their own 
portable toilet facilities with them. 

1  

Toilet facilities should be on the beach side of the road 2  

Changing facilities are not required 1  

Water supply is unnecessary as bush campers carry their own. 1  

Would be good to have a cubicle with a hook where people can hang their own showers 
and wash in privacy, like at Cape Riche. 

1  

A sewerage disposal point would be good or info to the nearest disposal point. 1  

Plans for an additional BBQ at Cosy Corner East is a great idea, discourages using the 1  
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bush to light fires. 

Extra rubbish disposal facilities at Cosy Corner East would prevent rubbish disposed 
through the bush.

2.5 Access   
Track made from Perkins Beach road to Cosy Corner East should remain accessible to 
commercial fishermen, to conduct operations on eastern side of their proclaimed zone. 

1  

Inappropriate vehicle access on the track between Cosy Corner East and Perkins Beach 
over the last 20 years has resulted in very little change to the track.  

1  

Parking – like everywhere else during holiday times it is hard to get a park at Cosy 
Corner, but it’s only for a few days. 

1  

The new design for parking is unlikely to hold the amount of day traffic to accommodate 
the influx of traffic during holiday periods and whilst swimming lessons are held.   

3  

There is no point in bollarding Cosy Corner West as it allows for larger vehicles to park 
and keeps Kikuyu under control.  Bollarding will create a weed problem that will need to 
be maintained. 

1  

Reinstate 4WD access on the beach in front of fishing lease area to allow for boat 
launching and parking when Hartman’s is full. 

1  

Review location of the roundabout 3  
Parking areas should be maximised consistent with maintain g any existing vegetation 1  
Supports the rehabilitation of tracks to prevent further erosion and destabilisation of 
dunes.  Would simplify management and allow access to be restricted. 

2  

2.6 Boat Launching   
Hartman’s Beach is not suitable for boat launching because of the steep access road. 1  

Boat launching facilities at Cosy Corner West should be upgraded. 1  

Boating and 4WD access must be kept in front of the Salmon Lease to accommodate for 
overflow from Hartman’s beach car park when that fills up. 

1  

Incidents between boat users and other reserve users must be isolated.  Boating is also 
a form of recreation and should not be singled out. 

1  

2.7 Commercial Fishing   

Day use at the fishing lease area at Cosy Corner should be allowed in peak times, the 
public use of the commercial fishing licence area needs to be improved and clarified. 

2  

2.8 Phytophthora Dieback   
Avoid changing drainage from roadways that will impact on swamp seepages and 
consider the vegetation in these unprotectable areas 

1  

Support for the development of a Phytophthora strategy to manage the reserve. 1  
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2.9 Introduced Animals   
Rules relating to the exercising of animals on the beaches needs to be policed in order 
for the public to become better educated regarding their responsibilities 

2  

2.10 Environmental Weed Management   
Support the weed control strategy to manage environmental weeds both in the reserve 
and in adjacent property. 

1  

2.11 Rehabilitation Areas   
The City of Albany needs to look at the structural soundness of several trees that 
contain significant cracks and rotted holes. 

1  

There are a number of orchids that would be affected by any change to the drainage in 
the area. 

1  

No further vegetation is to be cleared at Cosy Corner West, especially the large 
peppermint trees, as well as the trees in the current roundabout. 

2  

The impact of unmanaged recreational use of the area over these years has had a 
dramatic effect on the natural environment and has forced undesirable changes. 

2  

Fence off vulnerable areas in need of protection. 1  
2.12 Signage   
Increase signage to clearly state what is meant by Cosy Corner West and East and 
where they are located 

1  

Increase the signage to clearly outline the regulations, and possibly include a contact if 
people aren’t behaving correctly in the reserve.

The sign at Lower Denmark Road should say “camp area not suitable for large vehicles” 1  

Agree signage relating to the usage of the beaches (especially Cosy Corner West must 
be updated and simplified to prevent confusion and misunderstandings.  Uniform and 
Informative signage 

1  

2.13 Fire Management   
Advise against spring burning several areas including the seepages and the she oak 
hills.  These burning regimes have a recognised negative impact on particular types of 
flora.  Only conduct autumn burning in preference to spring burns or not burning 
sensitive areas

The preparation of a fire management plan is the first essential step before hazard 
reduction burns are undertaken.
