DEVELOPMENT SERVICES 
Item 1:   
Keith Barnett, Executive Manager, Building & Health Services gave a briefing on the horse 
exercise areas.  He advised that new local laws have been drafted.  Looking at restricting hours to 
7am – 9pm on Middleton Beach.  It was requested that the EM write to all trainers advising them 
of the changes and to obtain their feedback for solutions to the problems associated with the 
noise and safety issues.
