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Subdivision and Development Guidelines Policy

Objectives

To provide greater clarity and certainty of subdivisional requirements within the City of
Albany.

Ensure development occurs in accordance with current legislation and best minimum
engineering standards.

Policy Statement

All subdivision and development within the City of Albany is to be in accordance with the City of
Albany’s Subdivision and Development Guidelines 2018 addendum to Institute of Public Works
Engineering Australasia’s (IPWEA) Local Government Guidelines for Subdivisional Development,
November 2017.

Scope

Design and construction of all civil infrastructure associated with the subdivision and
development of land within the City of Albany.

Legislative and Strategic Context

Legislation that sets the legal framework which governs subdivisional development within City of
Albany includes:

e Planning and Development Act 2005;

¢ Environmental Protection Act 1986 and Environment Protection Regulations 1987,

e Contaminated Sites Act 2003;

¢ Disability Services Act 1993;

o Health Act 1911, Planning and Development Act 2005; Bush Fires Act 1954;

e Conservation and Land Management Act 1945;

e Native Title Act 1993 and Amendments 1998 (Federal);

e Aboriginal Heritage Act 1972;

e Local Government Act 1995;

e Fire and Emergency Services Authority WA Act 1998;

e Occupational Safety and Health Act 1984; and

¢ Environmental Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 as amended (Federal).

Review Position and Date

This policy should be reviewed every two (2) years to align with IPWEA’s commitment to update
the local government guidelines every two (2) years.
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
